Initial concepts and process requirements for the DIALOGUE.
DIALOGUE represents an effort to coordinate stakeholder input from the Technical, Business, Civil Society and Academic communities in support of true and enhanced multi-stakeholder participation in policy-making related to Internet Governance.  DIALOGUE intends to leverage the stakeholder consultation mechanisms of the IGF.  Each of the stakeholder groups has been asked to self-organize around their IGF consultation models and set forth how they will participate in the DIALOGUE.

The DIALOGUE is centered on the need to plan for post-WCIT meetings, including the recently announced Brazil meeting, to make sure that they support the continued importance of the IGF and the need for multi-stakeholder participation and enhanced cooperation.  The DIALOGUE also seeks to help  countries, especially less and least developed countries, which do not know where or how to address certain issues to find appropriate solutions, tools or organizations to their problems through compendia of resources or better ways of taking learning from global and regional meetings to home economies and societies.
While all stakeholders agree on the importance of the issues outlined above there is no consensus yet on the appropriate path forward on these issues or the ways in which the stakeholders should participate in any of the scheduled and possible meetings.  The DIALOGUE is the vehicle in which to explore possibilities and coordinate action as appropriate.
As a going forward process, the DIALOGUE should:

1.  Hear from each stakeholder group on proposed methods of operation and consultation (by 11/10)
2. Assuming it is consistent with the suggestions in 1, develop a coordinating group of representatives from the stakeholders to help draft proposals that will need to be endorsed more broadly by the stakeholder groups.

3.  Provide agendas in advance for each coordinating group meeting and summaries after each meeting as well as draft documents of the coordinating group that can be distributed to anyone who asks to be part of a distribution list to enhance the transparency of the coordinating group.

4. Among the topics which have been discussed in various meetings official and otherwise and which need to be further discussed in the DIALOGUE:

a. Agreement on the name and mission statement for the group and posting of positions/consultations to a web site

b. More defined operational and transparent processes (based on answer to 1)
c. How we also coordinate with governments

d. Discussion, definition and coordination of how stakeholders may wish to help develop and participate in the Brazil meeting – objectives, mechanisms, logistics etc.
i. Whether and what kind of participation is appropriate

ii. How to coordinate with CGI and Government of Brazil/co-Hosts?

iii. What appropriate inputs and deliverables, if any, should be? 

iv. Relation of Brazil event/deliverables to other meetings and IGF

e. An Eminent Persons Group – whether its needed and what its role could be 

f. How to address the topic of issues that don’t have a home

g. How to assure that the post WCIT meetings continue to focus on the importance of Multi-Stakeholder coordination and the open Internet

h. How to continue to stress the importance of the IGF and discussion of mechanisms that can reaffirm this and further enhance its value.

5. As this is a group designed to explore options and suggest proposals, no support for any proposal or subject should be inferred by participation in the DIALOGUE absent the endorsement of the Stakeholders through their consultation process.
