Information about Summit Overpasses
We have now received final information about the number of Summit overpasses that Civil Society will receive: 36 passes for the High Level Panels, 575 Overpasses for WSIS plenary meetings on 16th November and 525 Overpasses for WSIS plenary meetings on 17th and 18th November (in addition, some overpasses will be held by the WSIS Executive Secretariat for representative of CS entities from the Host Country).

In the guidelines earlier sent out to the Plenary List, it was stated that in the allocation of passes for the Tunis Summit the following were taken into account by the Civil Society Bureau (CSB): 

· Active caucus’s, families and working groups, measured by reports from Phase 1;

· Active caucus’s, families and working groups that have emerged in Phase 2; 

· The number of participants in the various groupings.

Passes for High Level Panel

The WSIS ES made available 36 passes for civil society representatives and the CSB initially identified 36 active existing groupings in civil society (families, caucuses or working groups)..The CSB decided that each of the identified groupings would be able to request one pass which would be allocated on the basis of this request.

The CSB Secretariat has received 33 requests from the families, caucuses and working groups initially identified by the CS Bureau.

The CSB decided to give the one remaining overpass to the African Caucus, because of the size of this caucus. The total amount of attributed overpasses is 36 for the High Level Panel.
Overpasses for Plenary
Civil Society has 575 overpasses to allocate for 16th November Plenary meetings and 525 overpasses for 17th and 18th November (Most probably, the overpasses will be checked only in the morning of 16th Nov.). Note that in addition, 75 overpasses have been reserved by the WSIS ES and will be provided to the representatives of Tunisian civil society organisations, in order to facilitate the participation of civil society from the Host Country.

As stated in the CSB guidelines, an assessment has been made on the basis of the expected attendance stated in the requests provided by each CS grouping and the known relative size of each grouping. 
The total number of requested overpasses is 790. As more overpasses have been requested than we could distribute, we have not been able to fully meet the requests.

To ensure some flexibility, the remaining 63/54 overpasses will be kept by the CSB Secretariat and distributed to new comers or major CS entities not participating in CS structures. 
Proposed guidelines for the attribution of overpasses through each caucus

As decided by the CS Bureau, it is up to each CS thematic or regional grouping to decide how to distribute the allocated overpasses among its members. Each grouping should have an individual focal point for the attribution of overpasses, in order to develop a clear process for the attribution of overpasses. 
Note that the WSIS Executive Secretariat would like to deliver the passes to the CSB Secretariat in exchange with your distribution policy for the Plenary Hall pass or the High-level Panel Room pass. This is why the CSB Secretariat needs to be accurately informed of the guidelines and methodology adopted by each caucus/WG/Family.
Plenary Overpasses
For better transparency of the process, the CSB has established a central on-line overpass request system available for all caucuses/WG/families listed above (www.privaterra.org/~rguerra/wsis). Each CS registered participant, who would like to request an overpass, will have to fill in this form by 11 November 2005, indicating which Caucus/WG/families (s)he belongs to/participates in. Each requester will receive a confirmation of his/her request together with a registration number, and requests lists will be compiled for each CS grouping.
The electronically compiled lists will be sent to all focal points. 
But in addition to the requests received through the central system, each focal point will have the flexibility to consider also requests that have been sent to them directly, provided that they duly announced their intention to do so and the process they choose to the members of the grouping, the CSB Secretariat and for better transparency to the CS Plenary.

On 11 November, the electronically compiled lists of requests for the various caucus/WG/families will be sent to focal points of each grouping, who will allocate the overpasses on the basis of the following (proposed) criteria:

- involvement in the WSIS process to-date (on and/or offline)

- involvement in information society issues at international, regional, national & local level

- recommendations by those involved in the WSIS process to-date (on and offline)

The focal points shall make available to its members the list of those who will initially be attributed an overpass and forward it to the CS Bureau Secretariat (wsis@ngocongo.org) and ideally to the CS Plenary. The remaining requesters shall be placed in a queuing list.
Please note again that:

• Overpasses are not nominative and can easily be transferred to queued members.

• Plenary overpasses have been reserved by the WSIS ES for civil society organisations from the Host Country to facilitate their participation in the process, so that Plenary overpasses should be attributed in priority to representatives of non-Tunisian CS entities. 
• Access to this website will be given to the CSB Secretariat (hosted by CONGO in Geneva) for the management and distribution of the electronically compiled lists of requests. Technical support is provided by CPSR.
As regards the 63 overpasses for newcomers to the WSIS process or CS accredited entities not participating in CS structures, their repartition will be managed directly by the CSB Secretariat. Overpass requests should be electronically registered at www.privaterra.org/~rguerra/wsis, and ONLY THESE REQUESTS will be taken into account on a first come first served basis for those who will not go through an existing CS caucus/WG/family. 
HLP overpasses
There will be no centralized procedure for the attribution of the HLP overpass. Focal points of each CS grouping, after consultation with its members, must determine who would be given the HLP overpass and must communicate this name to the CSB Secretariat, its members and the CS Plenary. The list of requests for HLP overpasses must also be sent by each caucus/WG/family focal point to the CSB Secretariat.
