Executive Summary

Internet Governance Caucus is formed during PrepCom II by the volunteers of

Civil Society groups. The main objective of Internet Governance Caucus is to

provide its inputs to drafting committee of Sub-Committee 2 so as to address

Internet Governance issues. Internet Caucus has reviewed the three proposals

tabled as of February, 24, 2003 from Internet Governance perspective.
The referred documents hereto are as follows; The 1st , Civil Society Coordinating Group's Civil Society Statement on Visions, Principles, Themes and Process for WSIS dated on December 18, 2002, the 2nd, Compilation of the outcomes of the regional conferences prepared by the WSIS executive secretariat dated on February 18, 2003 and the 3rd, Information and Communication for all submitted by the President of the WSIS Preparatory Committee dated on February 19, 2003. The sections related to Internet

Governance from each proposal are listed for your reference.

Internet Governance Caucus herewith presents three principles and five action items after having reviewed the three documents.

Three Principles

First, PPP, Public Private Partnership Model

Second, Globally Shared Responsibility of Root-Server management

Third, Democratic and transparent Internet Governance

Five Action Items

First, Sub-Committee 2 should consider more time slots for civil society and private sector in establishing consensus as partners.

Second, Sub-Committee 2 of WSIS, in consultation with Civil Society Plenary and ICANN, sets up Root Server Monitoring Task Force.

Third, Sub-Committee 2 of WSIS, in consultation with Civil Society Plenary and ICANN, sets up Multilingual TLD Task Force.

Fourth, Sub-Committee 2 of WSIS, in consultation with Civil Society Plenary and ICANN, sets up Country Code Top Level Domain (ccTLD) Management Task Force.

1.      Civil Society Coordinating Group

3.2.3. Rights, Responsibilities, and Governance

In this category, WSIS would address the rights of citizens and communities in the information society as well as the particulars of governing the Information Society.

Themes would include: governance of information and communication societies in a globalized world, democratic management of international bodies dealing with ICTs, including Internet Governance, with emphasis on developing and securing the global

information commons and a right of universal access; democratic management of the Internet Domain Name and IP Address System, including the political as well as technical issues of the management process; a broad awareness of the societal and ethical implications throughout information and communication societies of the introduction of new protocols and standards, like the Internet Protocol version 6(Ipv6) and ENUM for the mapping of telephone numbers to Internet services;

Information and communication rights;

Access to public information;

Privacy;

The role of the media;

The use of ICTs for government and decentralization;

And media ownership and concentration.

Effective legal mechanisms must also be made available to provide enforcement of rights and means of seeking legal remedies for violations.The main emphasis here is to articulate support for the empowerment of citizens and the reform and strengthening of democracy through the use of ICTs at all levels, from local to the national and international. For each theme in this category would be the consideration of their social impacts.

4.1. PPP, Public Private Partnership Model

Internet Governance caucus of Civil Society Groups supports full

participation of all partners, public, private sector and civil society

organizations, more specifically small and medium size enterprises at all

levels of local, national, regional and international decision-making

related to the information society as addressed in the section 48 and 49

from the declaration of African regional conference of WSIS and section 53

from the declaration of Pan-European regional conference of WSIS.

Based on the above-mentioned proposals, Internet Governance Caucus of Civil Society suggests Sub-Committee 2 of WSIS to consider following action item.

Action Item 1:

To ensure full participation of all partners of Information Society in a substantial manner in identifying challenges of global nature of Information Society and in sharing collective global actions to form better Information Society, Sub-Committee 2 should consider more time slots for civil society and private sector in establishing consensus as partners.

4.2. Globally Shared Responsibility of Root-Server management

Internet Governance Caucus shares the concerns expressed in the section 81 from the declaration of the Western Asia Regional conference and section 163 from the declaration of the Asia Pacific Regional conference "The responsibility for root directories and domain names should rest with a suitable international organization and should take multilingualism into consideration Countries' top-level-domain-names"[2] and  "[snip] In this context, an effort should be made to support multilingual domain names, local content development, .. The development of standard and recognized

character sets and language codes should also be supported."[3]

Based on the concerns expressed, Internet Governance Caucus proposes several

related action items for your consideration.

Action Item 2:

Sub-Committee 2 of WSIS, in consultation with Civil Society Plenary and ICANN, sets up "Root Server Monitoring Task Force" to enhance regular communication with the "Root Server Advisory Committee" in the ICANN who is in charge of the global Root Server management. The Monitoring Task Force is to be composed of multi stakeholders from the civil society groups, private sectors and the governments. The Monitoring Task Force is expected to give a report to the Sub-Committee through WSIS process 2003 and 2005.

Action Item 3:

Sub-Committee 2 of WSIS, in consultation with Civil Society Plenary and ICANN, sets up "Multilingual TLD Task Force" to facilitate regular communication with IETF, IAB, Root Server Advisory Committee and other grass-roots efforts, MINC, AINC, CDNC, JDNA etc. The Multilingual Task Force is to be composed of multi-stakeholders from the civil society groups, private sectors and the governments. The Multilingual TLD Task Force is expected to give a report to the Sub-Committee through WSIS process 2003 and 2005.

Action Item 4:

Sub-Committee 2 of WSIS, in consultation with Civil Society Plenary and

ICANN, sets up "Country Code Top Level Domain (ccTLD) Management Task Force" in each region. The regional task forces are composed of the current ccTLD managers and the representatives from local Internet community, the civil societies, the private sectors and the government representative. The ccTLD Management Task Force is expected to give a report to the Sub-Committee through WSIS process 2003 and 2005.

4.3. Democratic and transparent Internet Governance

Internet Governance caucus of Civil Society Groups would like to emphasize

following principles elaborated in the section 81 from Western Asian Regional conference.

"Internet Governance should be multilateral, democratic and transparent and

should take into account the needs of the public and private sectors as well as those of the civil society."

Action Item 5:

Sub-Committee 2 of WSIS, in consultation with Civil Society Plenary,
ICANN and other bodies like ICANNatlarge.org[4] which explore At-Large

participation in the global policy decision-making process, sets up "At-Large Participation Task Force". The At-Large Participation Task Force is to be composed of multi-stakeholders from the civil society groups, private sectors and the governments as advisory status.
