The new website of UNDESA-GAID aims to provide the ICT for Development community with information on ICTD activities and events within the four areas of focus of the Alliance. The website will continuously highlight upcoming major GAID events on its homepage. It will also showcase featured ICTD websites as well as best practices in ICTD, building on the work currently being undertaken by the Committee of eLeaders for Youth and ICT.

Coupled with an online social network, the website offers a dynamic environment and new functionalities, including discussion groups, blogs, social bookmarking, best practices database and community-based content creation. It will enhance our capacity to strengthen interconnectivity between the various parts of the Alliance, such as the Steering Committee, Strategy Council, Flagship Partnership Initiatives, Communities of Expertise, Stakeholder Networks and Regional Networks.

At the same time, it will provide the GAID stakeholders, Flagship Partnership Initiatives and communities of expertise with a platform where they can interact online through blogs and discussions forum. Each FPI and CoE can have its own forum and blog. 

Members of the Strategy Council and the Steering Committee will have access to a restricted area where they can share working documents and other resources.

The ICTD community at large are invited to upload content, with a view to make the UNDESA-GAID community-driven.

The site will feature a database, currently under development, of all ICT for Development website. Like the rest of the site, it is designed in such a way that the community is allowed to feed content into the database.
