The African Regional Action Plan on the Knowledge Economy (ARAKPE) aims at building a continent fully benefiting from ICT services.

The ARAPKE was adopted through several fora, under the aegis of the African Union (AU) Commission and the technical coordination of the Economic Commission for Africa (ECA) and was endorsed by the Khartoum Summit in 2006. 

In order to implement the ARAPKE, a call for projects was issued and a working group of African experts was nominated to examine these projects. Out of 89 projects 11 were identified as the ARAPKE phase one-flagship projects.

The ARAPKE (Phase One) project document has been developed as part of the process to disseminate the flagship projects of the African Regional Action Plan on the Knowledge Economy (ARAPKE) among partners and to serve as a

reference document during the underway resource mobilization process in order to foster implementation of the flagship projects.
